With this thought in mind, we
have decided to work with the following projects.

1. To continue to help the municipal school adopted in Dharavi by providing their
needs in infrastructure.

2. Explore the possibility of constructing an educational institution in the outskirts
of Mumbai.

3. Give need based loan scholarships to needy and meritorious students. Once the
student is chosen and post proper scrutiny for eligibility criteria, complete finan-
cial assistance (entire fees, cost of books etc.) is given till the beneficiary finishes
the chosen professional course. Once the beneficiary settles down with job, the
loan should be repaid in easy instalments, without any interest, so that this amount
in loan scholarship scheme can be given to another deserving student.

To achieve this dream project we have decided to create a corpus fund
‘VIDYANIDHI — A GOKUL INITIATIVE IN PARTNERING EDUCATION'. This requires
huge amount of funds to continue on a sustainable basis. The objective is to ensure
that no meritorious student is deprived of entry into any professional course due
to lack of finance.
